Evaluation of Dr. Florian Stammler for the post of Research Professor in Arctic
Anthropology, University of Lapland

| have read the material submitted in support of Dr. Florian Stammler’s application for the post
of Research Professor in Arctic Anthropology at the Arctic Centre and Faculty of Social
Sciences, University of Lapland. My overall impression and my considered opinion is that Dr.
Stammler fulfils the expectations required of a scholar who is promoted and appointed to that
level.

Dr. Stammler is a fine scholar who has carried out exceptional fieldwork in northern Russia for
several years and, more recently, in northern Finland. He has carved out a distinctive and
original research profile in Arctic anthropology in particular and in northern studies more
generally. He has does much to contribute to raising the national and international profile of the
Arctic Centre and has been active in creating and developing an anthropology group with a
focus on circumpolar societies and cultures. He has an excellent record of obtaining research
grants and supervising large projects, and has considerable teaching experience in Russian,
Siberian and Northern studies. Appointment as Research Professor would allow for the further
development of this important part of the Arctic Centre’s work and strengthen cooperation in
teaching and research between the Centre and the Faculty of Social Sciences.

His peer-reviewed publications (and there are many of them of exceptional scholarship) make a
significant contribution to the anthropological literature. Indeed, while his publications are
focused largely on his long-term research amongst indigenous reindeer herders in Yamal and
northwest Russia, they nonetheless nest thoughtful and considered theoretical and substantive
concerns within the discipline of social anthropology that go beyond his ethnographic area of
speciality. Thus, | would argue that Dr. Stammler’s publications not only contribute in an
outstanding way to Northern/Arctic anthropology, they have relevance to the anthropological
endeavour as a whole. | find his work to be exceptionally well-written, thoughtful and rigorous.
Much of it is based on intensive—and extensive—first-hand ethnographic research, carried out
in local languages, and grounded in a deep understanding and appreciation of contemporary
anthropological concerns.

Several publications were submitted for evaluation, but let me highlight his monograph and his
co-edited volume. His book Reindeer Nomads meet the Market is a well-written exemplary
ethnographic work. It is a study of Nenets reindeer herders on Siberia’s Yamal peninsula, in
which Dr. Stammler draws a portrait of change but also of continuity. It is an excellent study of
human-environment relations, and its contribution is huge in that regard alone, but it also
demonstrates the importance of understanding local lives and livelihoods in broader social,
economic, political and historical context. Northern reindeer herders, he argues, have largely

Acf{bé{g ?\SEglected in general anthropological discussion of nomadism, but he shows how Siberian
A
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reindeer herding in both its historical and modern forms can enlarge our understanding of
people and animals on the move. Furthermore, he describes the effects of energy development

on Nenets reindeer herders as well as the patterns and strategies of co-existence that have been
created between herding families and oil and gas workers. Human-animal relations are also the
focus of Dr. Stammler’s co-edited volume Good to Eat, Good to Live With. It has a strong
theoretical architecture as well as excellent contributions included within its pages that make it a
cohesive work. The importance of this volume lies in its substantial contribution to
anthropological understanding of pastoralist societies. Its focus is largely on the North, but case
studies are drawn from Central Asia and Africa and this is also one of its strengths. Thus Dr.
Stammler’s work places Northern anthropological scholarship with more mainstream academic
debates. In doing so, his research engages with issues of pressing contemporary concern and
brings renewed focus to the importance of Northern anthropology for anthropological theory.

Many of his articles submitted with his application contribute to other areas at the forefront of
debate about northern societies and environments: there are impressive essays that discuss the
resilience of local communities in the face of environmental change. As one example, his
chapter “Earmarks, Furmarks and the Community” is a substantial essay on property regimes,
ownership, entitlements, social relations and kinship. It gives a wonderful taste of the
ethnographic depth of his research. His other publications makes an important contribution to
emerging anthropological interest in Arctic extractive industries and to the anthropology of
industrialisation, particularly oil and gas development in northern regions, to urbanisation,
climate change, and to the resilience of Arctic societies. In this way, Dr. Stammler’s work is
also of importance to policy discussions about global processes, cultural survival, sustainability,
environmental change, community resilience and indigenous rights.

Dr. Stammler is a highly regarded anthropologist worthy of promotion and | hope these
comments are of assistance during the committee’s deliberations.

Evaluation of Florian Stammler for the position of a professorship in Arctic Anthropology, jointly by the
Arctic Centre and the Faculty of Social Sciences, University of Lapland

Moscow, June 6, 2013

Florian Stammler is an Arctic anthropologist with an impressive CV, a broad and diverse research profile, a
high reputation in the field and solid publication record. We had first met when he was embarking to the
academic world, as an undergraduate student in anthropology at the University of Cologne. Ever since I have
followed his career path intermittently, through occasional meetings and reading his publications.

Stammler was among the generation of western scholars who keenly explored the wide field of the Russian
Arctic during the immediate post-Soviet aftermath, when Russian academia was in a deep crisis and process
of transformation. Experiences in the field such as the devaluation of the Russian rouble in 1998, the high
level of improvisation and spontaneity required when doing fieldwork in the Russian Arctic, and the deep
relationships of trust to friends in the field seem to have shaped his personality as a scholar and trustworthy
colleague, as expert in the highly complex social field of the Russian Arctic.

The empirical backbone of many of his publications is fieldwork in West Siberia, in particular the Yamal
Peninsula, where Stammler is one of very few western anthropologists with a long term presence of yearly
returns. This has earned him a high reputation in a region that is extremely difficult to even access, both for
its infrastructure and for its political and administrative restrictions for access by researchers (even for us, the
Russian citizens). Like few others in his field Stammler has invested in building up a profile as a scholar in
the Russian community, through lecturing at Universities, participation at conferences and more recently also
publication in Russian language journals. For Russian academia this development is welcome as it shows
appreciation for the domestic academic community. It was probably for this that Stammler's efforts were
rewarded by prestigious honorary appointments as only foreign member of the Russian Reindeer Herders'
Union's scientific advisory council, and as a member (deistvitel'nyi chlen) of the Russian Geographical
Society. All this has become possible because of Stammler's excellent Russian language skills and his
intimate knowledge of the Russian field and academia, which make him an important mediator between two
academic worlds and life-worlds.

Stammler established his name with the anthropological monograph that based on his PhD Dissertation on the
change of property rights and territoriality among Yamal-Nenets reindeer nomads. Other than many
dissertation-based books, this one was so much in demand on the market that a second edition had to be
printed two years after the first one had came out.

Since this evaluation is for a professorship, here I shall not do a thorough evaluation of this early work, and
instead focus on Stammler's post-dissertation profile.

In both his CV and his publication record, the candidate's openness beyond the immediate realm of
anthropology as a discipline becomes evident. In the following, I highlight his merits particularly in three
fields of academic importance, namely the anthropology of global change, human-animal-environment
relations in pastoralism, and people in the extractive industries.

In his time as postdoctoral researcher at the University of Cambridge, he started engaging in interdisciplinary
work with natural scientists, which resulted in first publications on the ecology of Arctic reindeer herding - a
topic which he later developed extensively with his colleagues in Finland. Only two of those publications
were submitted with this professorship application (in co-authorship with Forbes, 2009), but from the
complete list of Stammler's works it becomes clear that he has further extensively published on this topic with
a wide range of colleagues from geography, glaciology, and remote sensing experts. This work has
established Stammler as one of the best-known anthropologists working in the Russian Arctic on questions of
indigenous people's resilience and adaptation to global changes. From his publication with Forbes (2009, in
polar research) it becomes clear that Stammler has retained a critical eye on such fashionable science terms as
those mentioned above (resilience, global warming, climate change). Instead, he engages in well-argued and
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empirically sound criticism to raise the awareness in our readership that such concepts are mainly imposed on
to people in the Arctic by an alliance of politicians, policy-oriented scientists and the media. Throughout his
entire publication record, Stammler takes the thoroughly anthropological standpoint that any insights and
academic arguments should base on the lived experiences, narratives and practices on the ground by the
inhabitants of the Arctic. Stammler is courageous enough to write about situations where, for example,
climate change is very low on the priority list of topics for reindeer nomads in the Siberian Arctic, in spite of
much other media and academic publication activity. This is an important contribution to the field of Arctic
anthropology.

I should also like to refer more explicitly to Stammler's publications in the field of human-animal relations
among Arctic pastoralists. His most recent publication about reindeer markings (Stammler 2012)
impressively shows both the depth of his ethnographic observations and his theoretical elaborations. I know
of no other publication in English that treats an apparently small detail such as earmarks so seriously that a
whole universe of social relations among people, property negotiations around animals and herds, kinship and
genealogy, and comparison to other animal-herders from central Asia to Africa unfold in front of the reader.
In his co-edited volume on human-animal relations (Stammler & Takakura (eds) 2010 Good fo Eat, Good to
Live With), he took this comparative approach on in both roles as an editor as well as an author. The selection
of chapters in that volume represents a wide breath from Africa and Central Asia to the Arctic from East
Siberia to Finnish Lapland. In his introduction and the final chapter, Stammler proves his impressive
command of anthropological theories on humans and animals, and contributes to their further development by
putting forward the novel concept of 'symbiotic domesticity' . His desire to contribute to theories beyond the
immediate ethnographic realities of the Arctic also becomes evident by his original idea of "niches of
significance and hierarchies of prestige" (Stammler 2010: 215) to comparatively map the social importance of
animals across regions and species. This whole work shows that a meticulous analysis of detailed field data
can contribute to theoretical debates that bear relevance well beyond the immediate groups studied. It is here
where Stammler's contributions are of great significance for the discipline of anthropology in general.
Another field where the candidate has proven his outstanding capacity as an anthropological researcher and
theory-builder is humans in extractive industrial development in the Arctic. His publication in the landmark
volume "Crude Domination - An Anthropology of Oil" (2011, ed by Behrends and Reyna), is important not
only because it brings the Arctic into the spotlight of a globally oriented research community. Stammler
shows with his chapter (Oil without conflict?) how Arctic research on the case study site in Yamal provides
the ground material for a broader methodological framework that enables us to compare the response of local
people to industrial development in remote regions worldwide. In doing so, Stammler demonstrates how
much thorough social anthropological research can contribute to our understanding of sustainability in
practically unsustainable fields of human activity such as natural sub-surface resource extraction.

It is in the field of industrial development where Stammler's activity record (judging from his CV) also
reveals his concern beyond immediate academic merit for applied results of his work: he has spearheaded the
drafting of a policy-recommendation guideline document for oil & gas industry impacts on indigenous lands
(Ilebts declaration) that has found entry into several corporate social responsibility guidelines or social
policies.

Judging from his CV, Stammler's teaching also goes beyond the immediate requirements, as he voluntarily
engaged in establishing a PhD program in the same field — Arctic Extractive Industries. His extensive
network of colleagues internationally must have been instrumental in the establishment of the University of
the Arctic Thematic Network with the same name.

Another of the submitted publications is worth of special emphasis, as it was the first time that the topic of
changes brought about by mobile communication technology to Arctic peoples became the object of
anthropological analysis. In "Mobile phone revolution" (2009), Stammler not only gives a careful
ethnography of the advent of mobile communication devices to tundra people. He also explores the broader
theoretical implications that the import of mobile technologies to mobile pastoralists has. Mobile phones
spread so fast among nomads because they fit well to a mobile lifestyle, are small, easy to carry, easy to
maintain and have low energy demands. He argues that it is in this seamless embedding that such
technological change revolutionises communities from within: rather than changing their entire lifestyle, such
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devices contribute to integrating formerly isolated communities into a global communicative space. [ was
really glad to get the Stammler’s permission to publish this remarkable paper in Russian: this article has
appeared recently in the main Russian academic journal in the field of anthropology, in a special issue of
“Etnograficheskoe obozrenie” (2013, #2) edited by me.

The candidate can further excel with a broad language portfolio that allows him to operate in multiple
language settings in the Arctic. His additional academic publications submitted in Russian and German show
this impressively. Especially his lead-authored piece with Khlinovskaya-Rockhill (2011) demonstrates that
for Stammler Arctic Anthropology is more than just traditional study of indigenous peoples and cultures. In
that 2011 publication, Stammler covers the highly timely and understudied topic of industrial migrants and
their descendants in the Arctic, and argues that anthropology needs to broaden its focus to include all
livelihoods in the Arctic, not just the traditional indigenous occupations. I would therefore encourage him to
continue working on that topic and be active in publishing such results in English as well. His work shows
that unlike suggested by much academic work, the Arctic today is shaped considerably by its urban industrial
population, which brings specific cultural forms to a harsh environment. Stammler shows how attachment to
the land, dwelling practices in the Arctic and embodied experience with the environment are not restricted to
the indigenous population and form an important part of urban Arctic identities of people that must not be
called incomers anymore.

The candidate's main topical fields of human-animal relations, cultural ecology, and extractive industries are
deeply anthropological and timely. Given his previous efficiency in turning fieldwork results into
publications, I have no hesitation to believe that Arctic Oral history becomes a similarly strong topical focus
in his publications, judging from his current research project funded by the Finnish Academy.

Last but not least, Stammler has engaged in dissemination of his academic research results through
cooperating with several high-profile TV stations. In his application package, the BBC World news film
"Yamal — End of the Earth" (2012) was included, presented by BBC staff Lucy Ash. The film is a good
example of how the complicated relations between a remote reindeer nomad's community and a global energy
company (Gazprom) that Stammler has studied over decades can be made understandable for a broad public
of millions of TV audience worldwide. Stammler's capacity to cooperate with mass media to "translate"
academic research results for a non-academic non-Arctic public audience generated thus impressive results.
Considering the evaluation of his submitted publications and the careful study of his CV, I can state without
doubt that Florian Stammler is among the top international Arctic anthropologists with a high academic
standing and broad public popularity, whose publications are widely cited and used in the international Arctic
anthropological research community, increasingly also in Russian academia, and in anthropology in general. I
am therefore fully supportive of his application to become a professor of Arctic Anthropology at the
University of Lapland and highly recommend him as a perfectly suited candidate for that post.
